Perlie took a rode trip with Ellen Lindner, RuthAnne Parker, Joann Jensen to both Dunedin and
Tarpoon Springs. We were able to see the Cloth in Common and the Tentmakers of Cairo exhibits.
We also went to the Leepa-Ratner museum in Tarpoon Springs to see the Florida Flavors. We ate at
Hanna’s and caught the most beautiful sunset at the Pier in Clearwater.
